CHARTER OF OPERATIONS
WISHART STATE SCHOOL AMATEUR SWIMMING CLUB
2008a - 17-APR-2008
1. NAME
The Club will be known as the Wishart State School Amateur Swimming Club and will operate as a sub-committee of the Wishart State School Parents and Citizens Association

2. OBJECTS

The objects of the Club shall be:
a) To foster all amateur swimming activities approved by the Committee

b) To promote inter-club and intra-club competition

3. MEMBERSHIP
a) Membership shall be composed of 2 classes
I. swimming

II. non-swimming
b) Swimming Membership is open to all enrolled pupils of the Wishart State School and to past pupils. Other children may be admitted at the discretion of the Committee.

c) Non-swimming membership is open to all persons interested in the furtherance of the aims of the Club

d) All applications for membership must be approved by the Committee and a register of members must be maintained by the Secretary.

Membership of any other Swimming Club, other than a Primary School Swimming Club, shall not be a restriction to Swimming Membership, but any such membership should be notified at the time of application or upon becoming a member' of any other Club.
e) Membership may be cancelled by the Committee by a two-thirds vote of the Committee present at a Committee Meeting, after such member has been given seven (7) clear days' notice to appear before the Committee to show cause why his/her membership should not be suspended or terminated

f) Life Membership may be conferred on any member, members or past members by a majority vote at an Annual General Meeting or Special General Meeting only.

g) Membership shall operate from 1st October to 30th September

4. MANAGEMENT
The management of Club Activities shall be:
a) Vested in the Committee designated in Rule 7

b) Voting will be restricted to financial members 18 years of age and over.
c) All issues must be decided by a majority vote of the financial members present at a duly constituted meeting.
5.  OFFICE-BEARERS
a) The office-bearers shall be elected at each Annual General Meeting and shall consist of President, two (2) Vice-Presidents, Secretary and Treasurer and such others as shall be decided at the Annual General Meeting.

b) Any office becoming vacant may be filled at the next duly constituted meeting

c) An office-bearer shall not be precluded from holding position of Official and shall be ex-officio on all sub-committees.

d) Office-bearers shall be elected from financial members of the Club.
6. OFFICIALS
a) The officials shall be elected at each Annual General Meeting and shall consist of such members and categories as deemed necessary for the efficient conduct of all club activities

b) The Committee shall be empowered to add to or decrease the number of officials or replace an official during the swimming season.

7. COMMITTEE
The Committee shall consist of all Office Bearers and Officials of the Club, and five (5) other members elected at the Annual General Meeting.

8. COMPETITION RULES AND REGULATIONS
The competition rules and regulations shall be decided by the Committee and each member shall receive a copy upon joining the swimming club.

9. FINANCIAL YEAR 
The financial year shall conclude on the 31st December of each year to coincide with the financial year of the P&C. A copy of the audited financial statement for the year shall be forwarded to the Principal and the Wishart State School Parents and Citizens' Association. This audited statement must be presented to the next duly constituted meeting of the Committee.
10. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
An Annual General Meeting will be held by June each year, at which time the Annual Reports and un-audited Financial Statements shall be presented.

11. COMMITTEE MEETINGS

Committee Meetings shall be held at least once per month on a date to be decided, at the Wishart State School.

12.  QUORUM
a) The quorum for an Annual General Meeting and Special General Meeting shall be seven (7) members

b) The quorum for any Committee Meeting shall be seven (7) members.

13. NOTICE OF MEETINGS
The Secretary shall give at least fourteen (14) days' clear notice to all members of intention to convene the Annual General Meeting or seven (7) days for a Special General Meeting..

14. CONVENING SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING

Upon requisition in—writing, signed by ten percent of all financial members 18 years of age and over delivered to the President or Secretary, a Special General Meeting shall be called within one (1) calendar month from the date of delivery of such requisition. Should such meeting be not called within that period, the members may request the President of Wishart State School Parents and Citizens' Association to convene such meeting by the issue of the notice prescribed by Rule 13.

15. FUNDS
The funds of the Club shall be banked with the same Bank and Branch as used by the Parents and Citizens Association, in the name of the Club, withdrawals to be made under any two signatures of President, Secretary and Treasurer.
16. ACCOUNTS
Accounts shall be presented for payment at Committee Meetings
17. FINANCE
The club may raise, spend or disperse funds in such manner as approved by the Committee with the proviso that expenditure on capital improvements shall be subject to the approval of the Wishart State School Parents and Citizens' Association

18. AUDIT
a) The Auditor shall be that person appointed by the Wishart State School Parents and Citizens Association He/she shall examine all accounts, voucher's, receipts, books, etc , and furnish a report thereon at the October committee meeting. Audits shall be conducted at the end of each financial year.

b) Use from 10b of Parents and Citizens Constitution

c) Use from 10c of Parents and Citizens Constitution

19. DISSOLUTION
The Club shall be dissolved upon the vote of a three-fourths majority of members present at a Special General Meeting convened to consider the question Upon dissolution, all assets and funds remaining in the name of the Club after payment of all expenses and liabilities shall be handed over to the Wishart State School Parents and Citizens' Association for use in the welfare of the Wishart State School.

20. AMENDMENT TO RULES

The rules of this charter of operation may only be amended by resolution at an Annual General Meeting or at a Special General Meeting convened for the purpose, after due notice in writing has been given.

21. FEES
Membership shall operate from 1st October to 30th September in the subsequent year and the annual subscription of members shall be set at the Annual General Meeting.

a) Should the treasurer resign during his/her term of office, he should arrange for an audit of the accounts of the association to be carried out before handing these accounts to the new treasurer.
b) Should the secretary resign during his/her term of office, he should arrange for the treasurer to inspect the petty cash fund account before handing that account to the new secretary.
